CNM-I Regulations: J. Harrington reported on the CNM-I Regulations.  There was 

nothing new to report.  The last time they met was in March 2023.   

 

Licensure Types:  C. Moreland reported on the Licensure Types for Discipline for a 

RN and APRN.  There are five types of licenses:  Active, Exempt, 

Temporary Permit, Inactive and Reinstatement.  If a Nurse Midwife 

has an active license, they would be required to pay into Health Care 

Stabilization even if they are not doing clinical.  If any changes are 

made it would be a change in Statutes.

New Regulations Review: The regulations below were reviewed as part of the new Regulation 

Review Process per K.S.A. 77-440, as amended in 2022, state 

agencies are required to submit a report regarding an intensive 

review of their regulations every five years.
