Practice Nurse bill. A change was made with a new lobbyist, the
Hines Group. Because of this change a new bill won’t be
presented until January 2019.

Carol discussed the APRN Refresher Course Proposal submitted
by Suzanne Ryan, APRN. Our requirements require the APRN to
put together an individualize refresher course following the KSBN
guidelines/criteria to be licensed as a APRN by the Kansas State
Board of Nursing. This refresher course proposal then needs to be
approved or denied by the APRN Committee.
